Cn Gctobor 20,
1941 I was again arrostad for the reason of not having declared my enginser-
ing degrea which 1 in fact did not wish to disclose, not willing to work ~
for the Cernans, Aft~or four weaks I was sent back to work at the same - . -
railroad shop as & draftaran whare I was iept for slmost two years azong
other 1500 Jews compallod to labor like myself, It was during this time

tle wholesale anihilation of Jews, I sscaped on Cctobar 18, 19.3, froa the
Leaberg hard labor cay: vhere I was kort as a prisonsr during my two years
of lsbor at the railrod works (&s a prisoner I wzs gont to the shop dally
under guard with tha citers) and wert into hiding until joining Jowish
partisans on Novezbar 21, 1943; who operatod thors. It w2s while fighting
in the partisan raq's c;ainst tha Nazis thot we managed to collect and
bury for safekeeping cainsiderable anount of evidence and other paterinls .
proving the crives ¢ ritted by Nazis, F©hon the rartisans wers disporssd by
the Germans I flsd to Lmbarg om February 10, 1944, and arain =nst into
kiding. On June 13, 19LA, I wa2s found cQuring a house to house ssarch and
was in-edlztely sent Lo the famous Lacki camp, nsar that city. Since there
was no escire for tha jartisans who were caught, T attempted suicide by
cutting the vkins on ry “ros but wis ssyved.

Fith the besinx ing of the Purslan offensive, I was sent froa ono con-
centration cuzp t3 wot'er as the result of constant Tercan retreat. These
ca=rs include rzsysl, Uobrosil, Chyrow, Sanok, Dukla, Crybow, lNeu-Candes,
Erakow- lashow, Trorccrozer, and Luchemwald.
